1. You must apply for your Certificate using this form and a completed Work Experience Affidavit.

2. Upon approval of your affidavit, YOU WILL BE CONTACTED BY EXPERIOR to schedule your exam(s). You may
contact Experior for exam content information at 800-324-4598 or www.experioronline.com.

3. Once you pass your exams, submit your passing grade notice to CLSI.

4. Include $75.00 for your application and Certificate fee (non-refundable) per classification. DO NOT MAIL CASH.
Fees may be paid by cash (in person), check, money order, Visa, Master Card, American Express, or Discover. For
charge card payment please fill out the section at the bottom of this page and sign.

5. The application process must be completed within six (6) months after the date your application was first
received by CLSI. Any application not completed within this period shall be void, and all fees will be forfeited.

6. Test scores are valid for 12 months.

Applicants for a New Mexico reciprocal
journeyman electrical certificate of competence/license are required to submit a completed "Application For NM
Journeyman Certificate," a copy of your current qualifying electrical journeyman certificate/license
(certificate/license MUST be ACTIVE and in GOOD STANDING), and the required (non-refundable) certificate fee.
Applicants who have previously applied for a NM journeyman electrical license/certificate and failed the exam(s) are
NOT ELIGIBLE to apply for a reciprocal license/certificate in NM.
